Process
automation

By 2025, 4.3 billion new devices, from cars to

In fact, it’s said that mobility, healthcare,
manufacturing, and retail could increase global GDP
by as much as $2 trillion by 2030. By then up to 80%
of the world’s population could have 5G coverage.
